Featuring exce llent transient re­
sponse and unusually low distortion at norma l and low 
power operat ing leve ls the 255 de livers full power 
throughout the entire audio frequency spectrum, not 
only to <l resisti ve load, but also to a speaker load which 
is, of course, the load presented to it in ordin ary lI SC. 

The 255 incorporates many of the excellent design 
katures used in the 260 such as the excl usive Fa irchild 
di ~tortion-ca ncc lling control which makes it possible to 
mainta in the low distort ion perform ance originally built 
in to the amplifier. Output tubes almost neve r age 
equally. In many ampl iners this results in increased dis­
tortion requ iring replace ment of the tubes with matched 
new ones. With the 255 , new performance can be re­
stored in a matter of seconds, and this aural check on 
pe rformance can be made as often as desired. 

Measuring only 6" x 9 V, ", the 255 is extremely 
compact. There is almost no situation where room for 
it cannot be found. Construction is simple and rugged 
and reflect s the design purpose of this amplifier which 
was to provide the best possible power ampl ifi er for 
high quality home music systems without "gimmicks" 
which could only add to the cost without adding equally 
to the enjoyment to be derived from a high quali ty am­
plifier. Only by keeping strictly to this philosophy could 
this truly excellent professional quality amplifier be 
oITered at such low cost.
